
Attendance and Punctuality
School starts at 5 to 9 every day.
All children should be ready to
start their school day at this
time!  Registration is usually com-
plete by 9 am, and your child will
be marked late if they are not
present in class at this time!

 It is important that you encourage your child to
come to school every day!  The work pace is very
quick in  years 5 and 6, and any missed sessions
could result in your child finding it difficult to catch
up in subsequent lessons.

Once your child returns to school following illness, it
is important that they bring a note with them to
explain their absence (even if you called), as this will
prevent them from getting an ‘unauthorised’ absence
mark!

The School Day
School begins at 8.55am.  All children should line up
on the yard at this time.  If it is raining, they should
come directly to class via the outside door.

Literacy and numeracy are taught every day during
the morning sessions.

RE is taught every day at different times through-
out the week.

IPC, science, SEAL, Spanish and ICT are taught
during the afternoon sessions.

PE is taught every Monday and Friday.  Please en-
sure your child has a PE kit in school at all times as
there may be additional PE sessions available to
them at short notice!

School finishes at 3.15pm.

Homework
Homework will be handed out every Tuesday.  It
will usually consist of literacy, numeracy and sci-
ence work.  Children should complete and return
their work by      Friday of the same week.

All children are expected to read at least 4 times a
week!

Please comment in your child’s homework diary
every week.  The use of the diary will enable us to
keep in weekly contact about the work your child is
doing at home!

Literacy: we follow the national strategy for Liter-
acy at St. Albert’s.  This ensures your child receives
full coverage of all of the specified objectives for
years 5 and 6!  This year, they will cover both fiction
and non-fiction reading texts, writing in the style of
different genres, consolidate spelling strategies and
confirm their understanding of grammar and punc-
tuation.  Children will also be given the opportunity to
improve their reading comprehension skills.

Numeracy: we follow the national strategy for nu-
meracy at St. Albert’s.  Throughout the year, all chil-
dren in years 5/6 will be taught the following topic
areas: understanding numbers, shape and space, cal-
culation strategies,  measures, problem solving and
data handling.  They will also be given the opportu-
nity to improve their mental maths skills.

RE: Following the new ‘Come and See’ programme of
study, in y5/6 will cover the following topics: family
and loving, belonging and vocations, loving and expec-
tations, community and sources, relating and unity,
giving—death and new life, serving and witnesses,
inter-relating and healing, world and common good.

Science: Science will be taught by Mrs Edwards on a
weekly basis.  The topics they will cover are: Life
Processes and living things, Forces, Electricity, Re-
versible and irreversible changes, light and sound.

IPC: The International Primary Curriculum encom-
passes history, geography, science, PE, art, ICT, DT
and music.  This year, we will cover the following top-
ics:  Building a Village, They See the World Like This,
the Holiday Show!

ICT: During their weekly ICT lessons, the children
will be given the opportunity to improve upon their
general word processing skills as well as learning a
greater understanding of the internet and it’s uses.
They will also learn how to use different data pack-
ages, websites and search engines.  In addition to
this, they will have the opportunity to learn how to
use an I-pad effectively in order to support their
independent learning!
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
