Pupil Premium is allocated for children from low-income families who are currently known to be eligible for Free School Meals and children who have been looked after continuously for more than six months.   For the Year 2013/14 St Albert’s Primary School was allocated Pupil Premium funds of £79,200.  At St Albert’s this Pupil Premium has been used to supported a wide range of interventions which in turn has supported the learning of all our students and especially those who are vulnerable.

· We ensure that teaching and learning opportunities meet the needs of all of the pupils

· We ensure that appropriate provision is made for pupils who belong to vulnerable groups, this includes ensuring that the needs of socially disadvantaged pupils are adequately assessed and addressed

· In making provision for socially disadvantaged pupils, we recognise that not all pupils who receive free school meals will be socially disadvantaged

· We also recognise that not all pupils who are socially disadvantaged are registered or qualify for free school meals. 
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Provision

· The range of provision the Governors may consider making for this group could include:

· Reducing class sizes thus improving opportunities for effective AfL and accelerating progress
· Providing small group work with an experienced teacher focussed on overcoming gaps in learning
· 1-1 support
· additional teaching and learning opportunities provided through learning mentors, trained TAs or external agencies

· All our work through the pupil premium will be aimed at accelerating progress moving children to at least age related expectations. Initially this will be in communication, English and maths

· Pupil premium resources may also be used to target able children on FSM to achieve L3 or 5
