From the start of World War Il in September 1939, the government started to move
children out of Liverpool and other major UK cities for their safety.

The Blitz was the German bombing campaign on UK cities from September 1940-
May 1941. Liverpool was the most heavily bombed area of the country, outside
London, due to the city having, along with Birkenhead, the largest port on the west
coast and being of significant importance to the British war effort.
